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Non-Resident Property Electors are individuals who are entitled to sign an elector response form during this
Alternative Approval Process are those owning property within Electoral Area C AND meeting the following
qualifications:

Not a resident elector; and

Age 18 or older; and

A Canadian Citizen; and

A resident of British Columbia for at least 6 months; and

A person who is the registered owner of real property in Electoral Area C for at least 30 days; and
Not disqualified by the Local Government Act or any other enactment from voting; and

Not holding the property in trust for a corporation or another trust.
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A person may only sign as a non-resident elector for one parcel within the area to which this Alternative Approval
Process applies regardless of the number of parcels they have interest in.

Where there is more than one person registered as the owner of real property, either as joint tenants or
tenants in common, only one of those persons may sign this Elector Response Form with the written
consent of the majority of the other owners.
