Residential two-tier electricity rates

Most residents in BC pay for electricity on a two-tier rate (known as a residential inclining block rate or a

residential conservation rate). Under the two-tier rates, customers pay a lower price for electricity consumed up

to a threshold and a higher price for electricity consumed above the threshold.

The BC Minister of Energy and Mines has asked the British Columbia Utilities Commission to report to the

government on the impact of these two-tier rates.
